Finance Top 100 Companies Leading in Wellbeing, a most remarkable attainment in a very challenging 
time. NCI remains committed to operate at the highest HEI standards, delivering academic excellence in a 
learner-centric environment with a truly valued staff. 
 
The last 12 months brought expertise and experience for us all in online communications, as we taught, 
learned, strategized, planned, chatted, laughed, and quizzed together online. In particular, our celebrations 
moved online; most importantly our Graduation ceremonies, which demonstrated the deep respect and 
admiration the College has for our graduands and our commitment to their continuing success in career 
and life.

Quin, have continued to respond with excellence to the needs of our students during the challenge of a 
global pandemic. The College adapted quickly and professionally, with academic and support teams going 
out of their way to ensure that no student was left behind, and HR providing guidance and back-up for 
employees. 
 
The last 12 months have been a time of global uncertainty with the continuing COVID-19 situation. For NCI, 
this has meant remaining highly flexible and innovative, preparing and implementing plans in response 
to a changing external environment. To be in this state for so long and continue to deliver on the College’s 
mission ‘to change lives through education’ is admirable. I want to, once again, compliment the NCI 
community for its resilience, and the President and Executive team for their leadership and guidance. 
 
Looking back on the past 12 months, the determination not to lose focus on our main mission, ‘to change 
lives through education’ has been rewarded by external validation, with NCI becoming only the second HEI 
in Ireland to receive AsIAm’s Autism Friendly HEI Award.

What is most gratifying about this award, I believe, is that it demonstrates that NCI has successfully developed 
a culture of paying close attention to everyone who comes under its roof. According to the philosopher and 
novelist Iris Murdoch, who was born in Phibsboro, not very far from the College, attention of this kind serves 
to clear our minds of “selfish care”, of those “self-centred aims and images” that blind us. 
 
“The direction of attention,” she wrote “is... outward, away from self” and “the ability so to direct attention is 
love.” It is loving attention of this kind, it seems to me, that the AsIAm award is honouring. 
 
NCI’s ELI has maintained and extended its remarkable services to children and families living in disadvantage, 
developing literacy and numeracy and life skills in children, by adapting and innovating its services to deal 
with all the challenges of the pandemic. ELI continues to be one of the most impactful community outreach 
services in the field of education. 
 
Approaching the end of the Academic Year, the NCI Team turned their attention to reopening the campus 
under constrained COVID-19 conditions. This followed a year that saw the revalidation of many of our 
Education programmes, and programmes in the School of Business and School of Computing, when 
also new programmes were developed and validated, and when several new services for students were 
introduced. 
 
In a year when the delivery of education and support to students presented significant demands, it is very 
gratifying to see so much success. We are thankful to be able to positively look forward to College life after 
COVID-19. 
 
It has continued to be a pleasure to work with my fellow Directors on Governing Body and I thank them for 
their dedication and support.

pandemic that demanded so much recalibration and adjustment, in 2020, rather than rewarding a small number of 
specific projects, President Gina Quin sent a letter of commendation and a gift token to every member of faculty, 
associate faculty, administrative, support and facilities staff.

	
•	 April saw NCI recognised as one of the Top 100 Leaders in Wellness by Business & Finance Magazine in association 

with Ibec. This honour stands testament to the hard work of our HR Team, under the leadership of HR Director, Mary

•	 13 NCI faculty and staff were recognised as ‘Teaching Heroes’ in 2021.
	
•	 Dr Colette Darcy, Dean of the School of Business, and lecturer Jonathan Brittain

International Students at NCI

The International Support Team won an award at the Education Awards 2021 for International Engagement. At the ceremony, 
the judges specifically mentioned how impressed they were with our Welcome Programme and the testimonials from our 
students on their experience of joining NCI. Moving thousands of miles away from the comforts of home is a daunting task in 
normal times and even more overwhelming during the uncertainty of a global pandemic.  NCI rose to the challenge and has 
gone above and beyond to welcome and support students virtually, since March 2020.

2020-2021 saw NCI become only the second HEI in Ireland to be designated an AsIAm Autism Friendly 
HEI. The College will continue to proactively pursue EDI policies as an informed means of practically 
improving student experience. 

NCI has an award-winning Careers Service (including a 2020 Education Award!), which continued to support students through 
the uncertainty in employment markets due to Covid-19, where recruitment was temporarily frozen or graduate programmes 
postponed.

NCI responded to these challenges by opening up a new Masters’ scholarship to all current and recent graduates, allowing 
them to upskill and postpone entry into the jobs market until it had adjusted to the disruption of Covid.

Day-to-day, while studies remained online, student specific resources were sent to all students (helplines, websites, blogs, 
apps), and Getting to Grips moved online. One-to-One Counselling Support was offered via Telephone and Microsoft Teams 
and the Student Counselling Moodle page continued to provide avenues to support. All initiatives continued online: Chillout, 
Wellness Workshops, Connect Café. 

The Norma Smurfit library team continued to be responsive to changes in Covid-19 restrictions, quickly opening up any 
on-campus opportunities as they arose (if only click-and-collect of hard copy texts) and speedily providing alternatives and 
solutions when more complete lockdowns applied: always, they kept their website up to date so that students were able to 
consistently access library materials.

Looking back on a challenging year through the eyes of StudentSurvey.ie, 92.3% of NCI’s first year respondents said they were 
able to sufficiently engage with their studies online, compared to an 87.6% national average for this question, and 54.6% felt 
connected to NCI, despite restricted access to campus, compared with a national average of 47.7%. 

NCISU continued to represent on behalf of NCI students during Covid restrictions and to engage at a 
national level through participation with the Union of Students of Ireland. Collaborating with Student 
Services, student inductions successfully moved online, as did clubs and socs and a variety of social 
events. A highlight for many was the online Clubs and Socs Awards. 

NCI’s 2020 Graduation ceremonies also took place online, and were very well attended, with many commenting that live-
streaming allowed for greater sharing of the celebrations with far-away family and friends. However, everyone is looking 
forward to a return to in-person gatherings in the future.

FINANCIAL  

The College has performed well in the face of the Covid-19 pandemic. In the past financial year, total income fell by 1%; a 
significant fall in international student income was offset by strong performance from domestic student recruitment. In March 
2020, all teaching and learning moved online. This resulted in additional costs in technology provision, staff training and 
building modifications. However, the continued closure of the college campus for the full year, and consequent reduction 
in on-campus activity resulted in some operational cost savings. The net result has been an operating surplus of €3.9m 
(compared to last year’s €2.1m).
